NOTICE 

Please take notice that the Court, Second Division, issued a Resolution 
dated 22 June 2020 which reads as follows: 

"G.R. No. 249827 (People of the Philippines v. Rhodelio Garno y 
Torres). - The Court resolves to : (a) NOTE the manifestation and motion dated 
January 29, 2020 of the Office of the Solicitor General, dispensing with the filing 
of supplemental brief, and adopting its Brief for the plaintiff-appellee dated June 
29, 2018 filed before the Court of Appeals (CA) as its supplemental brief; and (b) 
GRANT the motion of accused-appellant Rhodelio Garno y Torres (accused­
appellant) for extension of thirty (30) days from January 22, 2020, within which to 
file supplemental brief, and NOTE aforesaid supplemental brief dated February 
20, 2020, in compliance with the Resolution dated November 20, 2019. 

After a judicious study of the case, the Court fi.irther resolves to DISMISS 
the appeal 1 for failure to sufficiently show that the CA committed any reversible 
error in the assailed Decision as to warrant the exercise of the Court's appellate 
jurisdiction. 

WHEREFORE, the Court ADOPTS the findings of fact and conclusions 
of law in the September 26, 2018 Decision2 of the CA in CA-G.R. CR HC No. 
09702 and AFFIRMS said Decision finding accused-appellant GUILTY beyond 
reasonable doubt of the crimes of Illegal Sale and Illegal Possession of Dangerous 
Drugs, defined and penalized under Sections 5 and 11, Article II of Republic Act 
No. 9165 ,3 otherwise lmown as the 'Comprehensive Dangerous Drugs Act of 
2002.' Accordingly, he is sentenced as follows : (a) in Criminal Case No. 11698 
for Illegal Sale of Dangerous Drugs, accused-appellant is sentenced to suffer the 
penalty of life imprisonment and to pay a fine in the amount of PS00,000.00; and 
(b) in Criminal Case No. 11697 for Illegal Possession of Dangerous Drugs,

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accused-appellant is sentenced to suffer the penalty of imprisonment for an 
indeterminate period of twelve (12) years and one (1) day of reclusion temporal, 
as minimum, to twenty (20) years of reclusion ternporal, as maximum1 and to pay 
a fine in the am.ount of P300,000.00.
